3_are willing .to exchange ideas and proposals during the; Jlast semester of
every year W1th a view to draw up ACthl’l Plans with speclﬁc measures.

The Parties are also w1111ng to hold regular meetmgs at the appropr1ate B

_ level in order to:

b) monitor the implementation of the cooperation p'rograr'ﬁs and

c) resolve eventual issues which may arise during the 1mplementatlon of
the cooperation programs.

ThlS present Memorandum shall enter lnto force on the day of the lastt"‘l‘""
verbal note by which the Parties shall, through diplomatic channels,
~-inform-each other that they have finalised their respective lntemal"'

- procedures required for its entry into force.

It shall remain valid for an indefinite period, unless-either Party desires 'to"
denounce it by written notification through diplomatic channels.

This Memorandum will expire six months after either Party receives the
. aforesaid notification.
