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PROTOCOL
OF THE JOINT COMMITTEE BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF INFRASTRUCTURE, TRANSPORT & NETWORKS
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND

THE MINISTRY OF ROAD AND URBAN DEVEPOPMENT OF THE ISLAMIC
REPUBLIC OF IRAN

ATHENS, 21-22 October 2015

The delegation of the Hellenic Republic headed by Mr. Vassilios Kallivokas, General
Director for Transport in the Ministry of Infrastructure, Transport & Networks, and -
the delegation of the Islamic Republic of Iran, headed by -Mr.Mohammad Javad
Atrchian, General Director for Transit and Border Terminals Department (R.M.T.0.),
Ministry of Road and Urban Development, met in Athens on 21-22 October 2015
following an invitation of the Greek side.

The list of the Hellenic and Iranian Delegations are attached (Annexes I and 1)
hereinafter.

Delegations agree on the following agenda:

- Exchange of statistical data on transportation
- Road Freight Transport

- Road Passenger Transport

- Multimodal Transport

- Miscellaneous

With the perspective of further enhancing Iranian - Hellenic mutual cooperation in -
the transport field, the two sides held fruitful discussions on all issues of common
interest and reached the following conclusions:

| EXCHANGE OF STATISTICAL DATA ON TRANSPORTATION

The two sides exchanged statistical information regarding the foreign tra_de
and the international road transport between the two countries. The Greek side
noticed that almost all the bilateral freight transport is at present performed by

Iranian hauliers.
It was commonl agreed that the economic growth in both countries is closely

related to thepcrea u‘f transport operations. For the achievement of this objective
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both sides agreed that every effort will be made for the removal of the existing
obstacles in the bilateral transport operations.

II. Road Freight Transport

The Greek side referred to the need of exchange of permits for the bilateral
and transit operations, aiming to facilitate the administrative procedures at the
border crossing points of both countries.

The Iranian side expressed the opinion that according to the existing bilateral
Agreement on International Road Transport, article 4, an exchange of permits is not
foreseen and consequently a provision of permits would require an amendment of
the Agreement, which should then be ratified by the Parliaments of both countries.

In order to avoid the aforementioned time consuming procedures, both sides
agreed to facilitate bilateral freight transport by the exchange of authorisation
documents. These authorisation documents will serve strictly the bilateral loading
and / or unloading transport operations performed between the two countries. The
relevant details regarding the form and the content will be elaborated through
correspondence between the two parties.

The Greek side raised the issue of the high charges imposed on Greek trucks
when entering the Iranian territory. The Iranian side explained that these charges
are not a tax but an advance payment of the difference between diesel price rates
sold in Iran for the national and international transport.

Within the framework of common willingness to make bilateral transport
operations (both freight and passenger transport) more attractive, and in order to
achieve a balance in fuel charging policies, the Iranian delegation accepted a
reduction of the fuel advance payment for Greek hauliers from 1 euro per litre to
0,60 euro per litre.

III. Road Passenger Transport

Both sides expressed their interest for the development of road passenger
transport between Greece and Iran. As far as regular bus lines are concerned, both
sides agreed to investigate the interest of the respective carrier associations of both
countries to perform such kind of transport operations on the basis of an agreement
between them for the mutual exploitation of a certain bilateral bus line. In case that
an interest is expressed by the carrier associations of both countries, for the
establishment of a regular bus line, this line can be agreed by the competent
authorities of both countries through written procedure.

The Greek side described the procedure of issuing a regular bus line licence
used in agreements with other countries for such services. Both sides undertook to
elaborate on the relevant procedure by correspondence and agreed to bring into
contact the respective associations of carriers and road transport passenger
companies in view of enhancing the cooperation.

As far as occasional bus services are concerned, both sides agreed to
exchange a certain number of permits for such services, in case that an interest is
expressed by the carriers’ gﬁ‘gssociations, either Greek or Iranian.
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IV. Multimodal Transport

The Iranian side informed the Greek side that there is a current multilateral
cooperation for the establishment and development of a multimodal corridor
connecting Iran with Azerbaijan, Armenia and Georgia with Bulgaria. It was noted
that a RO-RO connection between the ports of Georgia and Bulgaria through the
Black Sea will be established, for the facilitation of the transport operations between
Asia and Europe. In this framework, the Iranian side invited Greece to participate in
this initiative and become a contracting party of the multimodal corridor. After the
positive reaction of the Greek delegation, the Iranian side will send an official
invitation for this issue.

V. Miscellaneous

For the facilitation of both freight and passenger transport between Greece and
Iran, both sides agreed that every effort will be made, within the existing legal
framework, in order to minimise the time for the issuance of visas (drivers, tourist
operators, tourists etc).

Finally the Iranian side, proposed the extension of the scope of the cooperation in
other sectors related to transport, like Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS),
maintenance of roads, educational programmes in road safety and other transport
sectors, as well as the exchange of experiences and best practices concerned. The
Greek side showed a positive stance.

The meeting was held in a friendly and warm atmosphere of mutual understanding.

The Iranian Side invited the Greek Side to Tehran for the next Joint Road Transport
Committee meeting on a date to be set through official channels.
