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Memorandum of Understanding
between
The Government of the Hellenic Republic
and
The Government of the People’s Republic of China
on

Cooperation in the field of Marine affairs

The Government of the Hellenic Republic acting through its Ministry of
Shipping, Maritime Affairs and the Aegean and the Government of the
People’s Republic of China acting through its State Oceanic
Administration , (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”);

Considering that marine cooperation can further develop the existing
friendly relations between the two countries;

Recognizing that such cooperation will promete the common
development of marine undertakings in two countries;

Wishing to establish closer relations between the marine agencies and
personnel of the two countries;

Taking into account the provisions of the United Nations Convention on
the Law of the Sea;

Having regard to the Agreement on Maritime Transport between the two
Countries, signed on 16" October 1995 and the Memorandum of

“Understanding between the two Countries on cooperation in the fields of
maritime transport and maritime technologies of 15 June 2010;

Taking into account the agreement of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the People’s Republic of China on Scientific and
Technological Cooperation signed in Beijing on November 15™, 1979.

Have agreed the following:

Article 1 Guiding Principles

a. The two Parties will carry out cooperation and communication
on the marine affairs on the basis of the equality and mutual benefit.

b. All activities carried out under this MOU should be in
accordance with international law, in particular the United Nations
Convention on the Law of the Sea, and their national laws and regulations

c. The Parties will do their best to ensure the implementation of
various activities of this MOU.

Article 2 Scope of Cooperation

The Parties confirm the following areas as the priority during valid period
of the MOU:

a. Marine ecological environment protection

b. Marine mineral resources exbloration and development

c. Marine observation forecast and ocean disaster warning

d. Basic and applied research as well as experimental
development and education on marine sciences

e. Law enforcement at sea

f. Marine Policy

g. Other cooperative areas agreed by both countries

Article 3 Form of Cooperation

a. The Parties will encourage the bilateral collaboration between
research centers, institutes, universities and other education organizations
in the field of marine sciences, through the implementation of Joint
R&D projects, as well as the organization of seminars/workshops,
exhibitions, training activities and any other form of cooperation
reciprocally agreed. '
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b. The Parties will encourage the high-level reciprocal visits
between bilateral administrations of marine affairs and Research
Institutes.

c. The Parties agree that experts, professors and researchers can be
invited or employed to the other country for long-term or short-term
teaching, cooperation in scientific research, attending academic
conferences or related international academic seminars

d. The Parties will encourage the reciprocal visits of the
educational and scientific research personnel and the exchange of
research data, information and results.

Article 4 Organization of operation and coordination

The Joint Committee of Marine Collaboration will be established
by the two parties for the purpose of formulating a two-year plan and
coordinating the implementation of cooperative activities of this MOU.

The Joint Committee will hold meetings regularly every year.

_Article 5 Protection of Intellectual Property Rights

a. The protection of intellectual property rights shall be enforced in
conformity with the respective national laws, rules and regulations of the
Parties and with other international agreements signed by both Parties.

b. The use of the name, logo and/or official emblem of ahy of the
Parties on any publication, document and/or paper is not allowed without
the prior written approval of either Party.

c. Notwithstanding anything in paragraph 1 above, the intellectual
property rights in respect of any technological development, products and
services development, carried out

(i) jointly by the Parties or research results obtained through the joint
activity effort of the Parties shall be jointly owned by the Parties in
accordance with terms to be mutually agreed upon; and

(i) solely and separately by the Party or the research results obtained
through the sole and separate effort of the Party, shall be solely owned by

the party concerned.
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Article 6 Interpretation of this MOU

The right of interpretation for this MOU belongs to the State Oceanic
Administration of People’s Republic of China and the Ministry of
Shipping, Maritime Affairs and the Aegean of The Hellenic Republic
based on the agreement of the two Parties.

Article 7 Entry into force

This MOU will enter into force upon exchange of written notifications
between the Parties informing each other about the completion of their
relevant internal procedures.

Article 8 Previous bilateral agreements in force

The present MOU is without prejudice to the provisions of bilateral
agreements, treaties or protocols in force between the Parties.

~ Article 9 Duration

a. This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in force for a
period of five years from its entry into force. In the fifth year, the parties
should assess the implementation of this MOU and negotiate the further

cooperation.

b. Within its period of duration, this MOU may be terminated at
any time, subject to a six months prior notification by either Party
informing the other of its intention to terminate it.

c. Any proposal for amendments of this MOU by either Party shall
enter into force, subject to the written agreement of the other, in
accordance with the procedure provided for in [Article 7 ~Entry into
force] of this MOU.

d. The termination of this MOU shall not affect the
implementation, validity and duration of specific activities being
undertaken hereunder prior to the date of termination of this Agreement,
unless otherwise agreed by both Parties. 4
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The following undersigned authorized by the respective government sign
this MOU.

Done in Athens on June 19, 2014 in two original copies in the Chinese,
Greek and English language, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence of interpretation the English text shall prevail.
